They
then stopped, sad. (Lk24, 13-17)

contexts? Your hopes that Christ would change something,
would make a difference. Where might there be a gap
between what you hope Christ can do and His way and time
of doing things? Testimony of some women - not believed -
have you had the experience ofnot seeing your testimony
taken seriously?
